Activity Description

» Show number 1 using
flashcards and fingers

» Point to 1 sun, 1 nose, 1
pencil

« Sing and act out rhyme
using one finger, one
nose, etc.

« Air trace number 1 with
finger and say “Top to
Bottom — ONE!”

 Match numeral 1to a
single item (e.g., 1 balll,
1 car)

* Trace 1in the sand tray
using your index finger

» Emphasize direction
(top to bottom)

» Paste 1leaf, 1 cotton ball,
1 sticker on chart paper
titled “Number 1"

» Trace number 1in the
workbook

» Color one object in
each box (1sun, 1apple)

» Each child jumps once
while saying “One!”

* Short story: “Momo the
Monkey finds 1 banana”

- Create a headband with
a big 1 on front + one
star

Focus Area Activity Description

Song Introduction * Introduce the rhyme: “Head,
Shoulders, Knees, and Toes” with
slow actions

» Repeat with music

Action Practice - Do the song with fast/slow rhythm,

freeze game included

Visual Recognition of
Parts

» Show Bella poster and place
stickers on: head, shoulders, knees,
toes

» Ask children to touch the same

Finger Tracing « Trace the parts on paper outlines

(pre-drawn Bella figure)

Craft — My Body
Puppet

« Create a simple body stick puppet:
paste body parts in correct places

Air Tracing — Letters:
H'S KT

» H for Head, S for Shoulders, K for
Knees, T for Toes — big arm air
writing

Game — “Point If |
Say It”

- Teacher says a part — kids quickly
point to it (without singing)

« Variation: Match body part
flashcards

Worksheet — Colour
the Body Parts

» Colour head, shoulders, knees, and
toes on a full-body outline

Role Play — Bella Gets
Dressed

+ Dress-up Bella by pasting hat
(head), shirt (shoulders), pants
(knees), shoes (toes)

Recap - Sing and
Show

» Repeat rhyme, each child leads
one round
* Quick quiz: “Where is your __ _?"

Rhyme audio or lyrics
chart, speaker

Music player (optional)

Large Bella or child outline,
stickers or labels

Worksheet with dotted
outlines, crayons or pencils

Body part cutouts, craft
sticks, glue, paper

Flashcards or letter chart
