Activity Description

* Re-narrate: Bella and
Her Patterns with line
emphasis

« Identify line types from
classroom items

« Children sort flashcards
into standing, sleeping,
slanting categories

+ Use big arm movements
to trace all 3 lines

» Chant: “Stand, Sleep,
Slide!”

« Walk taped line paths:
vertical, horizontal, slant

« Say type aloud while
walking

» Trace all 3 lines with
finger

» Use colored arrows to
guide stroke

- Complete tracing sheet
showing all 3 lines
« Match line to object

« Rhyme: “Slanting lines
come down so fine”

- Imitate falling rain/
sliding motion

- Create a scene (park/
train/rain) using all 3
lines with straws &
paper strips

» Teacher flashes line;
children clap once
(standing), twice
(sleeping), jump
(slanting)

- Draw and decorate a
house using all 3 types
of lines (walls, roof, door,
ladder)

» Show body parts that
