Activity Description

« Show curved objects:
banana, moon, ball

+ Say: “Curves go round
like a circle”

- Narrate story: Bella
draws a rainbow with
curved colors

» Use both hands to trace
big curves

» Chant: “Curve like a
rainbow”

« Match curved objects to
curve shape outlines
(e.g. ball, C, banana,
rainbow)

« Trace spiral, rainbow
curve, C-shape using
index finger

» Trace & color curved
lines on workbook/
worksheet

« Rhyme: “Ten little
fingers!”

+ Act out: make C & S with
arms/body

« Paste colored paper
strips in curve shapes like
a rainbow

« Children find objects
with curves in classroom

* Hold up “Curved!”
flashcard

« Color spiral snail shell,
paste eyes, decorate

« Emphasize spiral curve
movement

« Find groups of 3 in class

« Children identify 3 bod
parts (e.g, fingers, toesg
in sets

 Big hand movement
tracing 3 in the air

* Say “Half-circle and
again, Number 3!”

» Match number 3 with 3
items: apples, toys, dots

» Trace number 3 with
index finger in salt tray

* Repeat shape using
chant

« Count 3 items and color
only 3 objects in a row

* Children jump or clap 3
times on cue

* Use callouts: “Jump 3
times!”

« Paste 3 paper balloons
on a stick to make a
bouquet

* Short story: Bella bakes
3 cupcakes for her
friends

» Decorate a crown with 3
stars, 3 hearts, and a
bold number 3 in the
middle

GENERAL AWARENESS

Activity Description

» Show blue objects: sky, ball, jeans,
water

« Ask children to name blue things
they know

- Sing along with actions: “Blue is the
sky, up so high...”

« Children wear blue clothes or bring
blue items
» Describe their items in circle time

+ Paint blue balloons using sponge
dabbing technique

- Sort blue vs. other colored
flashcards or toys

« Air trace and paper trace capital B
— “B has two bellies!”

» Make a paper boat and stick it on
blue waves (cotton or paper)

« Sing the rhyme with boat actions
and link to blue water

» Observe blue in environment — sky,
walls, water bottle, posters

« Colour only the blue items
worksheet

» Teacher shows objects; children
answer YES (thumbs up) or NO
(thumbs down) if it's blue

Materials Needed

Real blue items/toys,
flashcards, blue chart

Song audio, lyric chart,
skyphotos

Blue toys, pictures,
dress-up photos

Balloon cutouts, sponge,
blue paint, palette

Flashcards, blue and

multi-colored object baske:

‘B’ worksheets, blue
crayons, air tracing
flashcard

Blue paper, scissors, glue,
cotton, boat cutouts

Song lyrics poster, space
for action rhyme

observation notebook
