Craft – Tent
with Slanting
Sides

• Paste triangle/tent using
  colored paper strips to
  show slant lines

Pre-cut paper
triangles, glue, crayons
to decorate

Craft – Number 1
Crown

• Create a headband with
  a big 1 on front + one
  star

Crown strips, number 1
printout, glitter/star
stickers, glue

Recap – Sing and
Show

• Repeat rhyme, each child leads
  one round
• Quick quiz: “Where is your ___?”

Speaker, pointer stick,
recap game board

• Teacher shows mixed
  cards – kids pick only
  slanting ones
• “Stick on the slope”
  game

Mixed line flashcards,
sticky board or pockets

Review with Story &
Puppet

• Short story: “Momo the
  Monkey finds 1 banana”

Monkey puppet,
banana cutout

Role Play – Bella Gets
Dressed

• Dress-up Bella by pasting hat
  (head), shirt (shoulders), pants
  (knees), shoes (toes)

Bella cutout, clothing
pictures, glue, paper

Craft Activity –
Slant Rain

• Create slanting rain lines
  with blue strips & cotton
  clouds

Blue strips, cotton,
glue, chart paper

Jump & Count
(Only 1)

• Each child jumps once
  while saying “One!”

Floor markers or open
space

Worksheet – Colour
the Body Parts

• Colour head, shoulders, knees, and
  toes on a full-body outline

Body part coloring
worksheet, crayons

Workbook, pencils or
crayons

Creative Art – “One”
Collage

• Paste 1 leaf, 1 cotton ball,
  1 sticker on chart paper
  titled “Number 1”

A4 paper, glue, stickers,
cotton, leaf

Air Tracing – Letters:
H, S, K, T

• H for Head, S for Shoulders, K for
  Knees, T for Toes – big arm air
  writing

Flashcards or letter chart

Salt/sand trays,

• Trace number 2 with
   your finger in the Sand
   tray
• Practice saying the
  shape while tracing

Red Sorting Game

• Re-narrate: Bella and
   Her Patterns with line
   emphasis
• Identify line types from
  classroom items

• Children sort flashcards
  into standing, sleeping,
  slanting categories

Line sorting board,
flashcards, classroom
objects

Teacher visual cue
cards, wall posters

Pair Hunt Around the
Room

Air Tracing Number 2

Line Path Walk • Walk taped line paths:
  vertical, horizontal, slant
• Say type aloud while
  walking

Colored floor tape (3
directions), cone
markers

Matching Game: 2
with Pairs

• Use big hand motion to
   air trace 2
• Chant: “Curve and slide
  – that’s number 2!”

Number 2 poster with
arrows

Dress Red Day
• All children wear something red
• Show and tell their red items

• Match numeral 2 with
  object pairs (e.g., 2 socks,
  2 apples)

Number and object
picture cards

Art – Apple Collage • Tear red paper and paste on apple
  outline

• Sort red vs. non-red items into two
  baskets
• Repeat with flashcards

Red origami paper, glue,
apple cutout

Two baskets, red and
mixed color toys/
flashcards

Red dress-up cards,
photos of children in red
clothes

• Ask children to find and
  group items in twos (e.g.,
  2 pencils, 2 blocks)

Classroom items for
grouping

Song – “Red is the
Color”

• Sing & move to color song (Red is
  the color of an apple…)

Song audio, red chart

Flashcards with lines,
real objects (table,
ladder, slide), poster
chart

Introduction to
Number 2

• Show number 2 and
  chant “One and one
  makes two!”
• Show body parts that
  come in twos

Flashcards, mirror,
pictures of eyes, hands,
shoes

Introduction to Red
Colour

Activity Description

• Show objects: apple, rose, tomato,
  red ball
• Ask: “What’s the same about
  these?”
• Colour Hunt around class

• Trace curve of hill with
  arms, make bucket with 
  ingers
• Chant “Up the hill and
  down again!”

Game

Floor markers, speaker
(optional)

Craft – Frog Puppet
Craft

• Make a paper frog using cut-outs
  and glue, decorate with googly
  eyes or stickers

Green paper, frog
template, scissors, glue,
googly eyes (optional)

– “Finish the
Rhyme”

Creative Art –
Rhymes Sticker
Book

• Stick scenes from both
  rhymes on folded book
  page (Humpty + Jack/Jill)

A4 folded paper,
sticker cutouts, glue,
crayons

Crown Craft –
Number 4

• Decorate headband
  with 4 objects (4 stars,
  dots, or stickers) + big
  number 4 in center

Crown strip, number 4
cutout, stickers, crayons,
glue

Game – Green
Treasure Hunt

• Hunt around the class for hidden
  green items (stickers, cards, toys)

Hidden green objects,
clue cards

• Teacher says first line,
  children complete it
• Show flashcard and
  guess the rhyme

Rhyme flashcards,
stickers as rewards

Review & Show &
Tell: 4 Things I Have

• Each child brings or
  names 4 objects from
  around them (e.g., 4
  crayons)

Real classroom items,
basket or mat

Observation Recap
– “Where’s Green?”

• Show images or toys and ask kids
  to spot and point to green
• Recap with a Green coloring
  worksheet

Mixed object poster, green
coloring worksheet,
crayons

Craft – Jack &
Jill Scene

• Make hill collage with
  Jack & Jill cutouts on it
• Paste pail on top

Green chart (hill), stick
puppets, bucket
cutout, glue

Art Activity – 4
Square Collage

• Paste 4 squares to form
  a picture (e.g., window
  or building)

Pre-cut colored
squares, chart paper,
glue

Rhyme – “Little
Green Frog”

• Action rhyme about a green frog
  hopping in a pond

Rhyme lyrics, frog puppet
from earlier activity

Role Play with
Hill Setup

• Role play: children act
  out Jack and Jill climbing
  and falling from hill

Cloth hill slope,
cardboard pail, hill
prop

Worksheet – Count
and Color 4

• Color only 4 objects
  from a group (e.g., 4
  apples, 4 balloons)

Workbook/worksheet,
crayons

Air Tracing – Letter G
for Green

• “G has a curve and a small arm” –
  air and paper tracing activity

‘G’ worksheet, green
 crayons

Rhyme: Jack
and Jill –
Recitation

• Recite rhyme using
  action words: climb, fall,
  fetch

Jack and Jill flashcard,
pail cutout

Salt Tray – Finger
Tracing 4

• Finger tracing number
 4 using top-down guide

Salt/sand tray,
laminated number 4
card underneath

Sorting Activity –
Green vs. Not Green

• Children sort toys or pictures into
  two baskets: GREEN and OTHERS

Two baskets, mixed color
objects, flashcards

• Recite rhyme with
  gestures
• Introduce Humpty
  Dumpty with picture/
  puppet

• Use arms to trace big
  ovals like Humpty’s
  shape
• Say: “Round and wide –
  just like egg!”

Oval cutouts, wall
chart

Costume headbands,
taped wall on floor,
paper crowns

Story – Bella Packs
4 Toys

Air Tracing Number 4

Craft – Humpty
Dumpty Wall
Art

• Paste Humpty on paper
  brick wall and decorate

Humpty printout, red
paper (bricks), glue,
crayons

Find and Circle 4
Objects

• Trace 4 with hand in the
  air while chanting the
  direction
• Practice with arms wide

Number 4 poster with
arrows

Dress Green Day +
Nature Walk

• Wear green and go for a walk to
  spot green items in nature or
  school
• Make a checklist or sticker mark

• Show a picture full of
  items – children find &
  circle groups of 4

Chart with mixed items,
marker or sticker dots

Art – Leaf Printing
Activity

• Dip leaves in green paint and press
  on paper to create a leaf garden

Leaves of various shapes,
green paint, drawing
sheet, sponge

Green clothes, sticker
chart, leaf collection
basket

• Short story where Bella
  packs 4 toys for picnic
• Count aloud during the
  story

Toy props, story cards Song – “Green is the
Grass”Sky”

• Sing with action: “Green is the
  grass, the frog, and the peas…”

Song audio, poster of
green items

Humpty Dumpty
flashcard/puppet,
rhyme poster

Intro to Number 4 • Show number 4 and
  chant: “Down, across,
  then down once more –
  that’s number 4!”

Flashcard of 4, objects
(4 pencils, 4 buttons,
4 leaves)

Introduction – Green
in Nature

Activity Description

• Show green leaves, vegetables,
  toys, frog, grass, etc.
• Ask children: “What do you see
  that’s green?”
