Art – Handprint
Flower with 5 Fingers

• Create a flower with 5
  handprints as petals,
  label with number 5

Paint, A4 sheet, glue,
colored paper

• Sing and act the rhyme  Duck puppets, finger
number cards (1–5)

Air Tracing – Letter Y
for Yellow

• “Y has a tall and two arms” – air
  tracing with chant and paper
  tracing

‘Y’ worksheet, yellow
crayons

Puppets or masks,
rhyme posters

Salt Tray – Finger
Tracing 5

• Trace number 5 in salt
  tray while chanting “Big
  belly and a hat, it’s 5 like
  that!”

Salt/sand tray,
laminated tracing card
underneath

Sorting Game –
What’s Yellow?

• Story combining all four
  lines: Bella uses lines to
  build things (bed, ladder,
  rainbow)

• Trace standing, sleeping,
  slanting, curved lines
  with big arm motions

Line posters, wall chart

Divided salt tray, line
label cards, sand/salt

Rhyme – “Five Little
Fingers”

Air Tracing – Number
5

Worksheet –
Match Object to
Line

• Match real-life object
  images to correct line
  type (e.g., umbrella =
  slanting)

Worksheet or cut/
paste sheet, glue

Finger Match Game

• Trace big “5” in air with
  finger and chant
• Show top-down stroke
  pattern

Number 5 directional
chart/poster

Dress Yellow Day +
Story Time

• Children wear something yellow
  and share/show
• Story: “The Little Yellow Chick” or
  similar

• Match number 5 with 5
  finger stickers or
  handprint outlines

Hand cutouts, finger
stickers, number cards

Art – Sunflower
Paper Plate Craft

• Create sunflower using yellow
  paper and paper plates

• Mix of objects/images – children
   pick only yellow ones
• Flashcard matching: object to
  name

Paper plates, yellow paint/
crayon, brown center
circle, glue

Mixed color items, yellow
flashcards, name labels

Storybook or printed
visuals, yellow dress-up
items

• Sing and wiggle fingers
  as each line counts up
  to 5

Rhyme chart, hand
glove (optional)t

Song – “Yellow,
Yellow Everywhere”

• Sing: “Yellow is the sunshine bright,
  yellow is the light so right…”

Song audio, visual cards
of yellow items

Teacher-made story
visuals or printed book

Intro to Number 5 +
Fingers

• Show number 5 on one
  hand
• Chant: “I have 5 fingers
  on one hand!”

Finger puppet, number
5 flashcard, hand
outline poster

Introduction to Red
Colour

Activity Description

• Show yellow objects: banana,
  sunflower, lemon, duck, school bus
• Ask: “What else is yellow?”

Materials Needed

Real yellow items or toys,
